You are creating catalog.html for an online store.  You must decide what type of products you will sell in your store with one requirement, the items must be currently advertised in the Target weekly ad.  You must write at least one page (in 12 point Times New Roman type) describing the name of your online store, your target audience and your presentation design and how it relates to that audience.

To find your products, go to the Target site (target.com) and “weekly ad” in the upper right hand corner of the page.  Take your images from the ad, not from the individual pictures that come up when you click on the items.  Choose 20 related items for your site.  Your site should contain the following components:
· (40 pts) A 100px x 100px image (taken from the Target circular and saved optimized for Web), description and price for each item.
· (15 pts) Nested tables containing these images and descriptions that are in the following format (you should have 3 tables):
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· (15 pts) Navigation buttons (you will create in Photoshop) either positioned at the top or on the side for “Home”, “Shop” and “Checkout” (these should link to index.html, catalog.html and checkout.html respectively).

· (5 pts) Text links at the very bottom of the page to “Home”, “Shop” and “Checkout” (these should link to the same pages as the navigation buttons).

· (5 pts) A “buy now” button should go below each price in the table (you will make this in Photoshop).  The “buy now” button should link to checkout.html.
· (10 pts) A graphic with a width of 770 pixels that serves as your company logo for the page.  The logo and name should relate to the products you are selling and should be at the top of your page.

· (10 pts) A brief paragraph under the logo describing your store.
