You are bidding to get the Web business from a new company.  One of your coworkers will meet with the client face to face and gather preliminary information on a “Website Design and Content Worksheet.”  From this worksheet, you will produce a web page using Microsoft FrontPage that will compete with other web designers. 
You will be working with a designer who will aid you with navigation buttons and logos for your client.  You must document your meeting using the Design Team Meeting Sheet provided to you.  You will also be required to meet with your client either by phone, email or face to face at least one time and document this meeting on the Client Meeting Report.

The client will rank the sites presented and this will determine one of the two project grades you will get for this project: 1st 100, 2nd 90, 3rd 80.  I will also give you a grade based on the following requirements:
· Adherence to the “Website Design and Content Worksheet.” (20 pts.)
· Creativity – more specifically, that you used all the tools available to you in creating your design (20 pts.)
· Effort – visible signs that you thought about your design and took client input into account.  This will also include your effort put forth during class and tutorials. (20 pts.)
· Cooperation – evidence that you worked with your client as well as your design team designate in a productive and respectful manner (20 pts.)

· Spelling and grammar – when bidding for a job these mistakes cannot happen.  Have your client or a classmate proofread your pages before turning them in.  You are responsible for correcting errors in content given to you by the client.  Each spelling or grammatical error will cost 5 points for a maximum of 20.
