1. Buttons can show any text desired by using the VALUE attribute.

2. The SIZE attribute can adjust text boxes to a desired length.

3. The <option value> tag places an element in a drop down lists.

4. Radio buttons are mutually exclusive, meaning only one can be checked at a time.

5. Checkboxes allow for multiple selections.

6. The type attribute of the < input > tag determines the kind of input control that will appear.
7. Among the types of data input controls are radio buttons, check boxes, selection menus, text boxes and drop down lists.
8.  The HTML tags < form > and < /form > are used to create a form that allows user input.
9.  The cols attribute of the textarea control specifies the number of columns in the textarea field.

10.  The select control causes a drop-down list to be created.

11. The maxlength attribute determines the number of characters that can be entered in a text box.
12.  The multiple attribute of the < select > tag allows for multiple selections in select lists.

13. The textarea input control creates a multiple-line field for a relatively large amount of text
14.  The HTML tag(s) <option></option> is (are) used to specify a choice in a < select > tag.

15.  Examples of the uses of forms on a Web page include guest sign-in forms, feedback forms, and registration forms
16. In JavaScript, == means “is equal to:”

17. Javascript is case sensitive while HTML is not.
18. The <script> tag  marks the beginning of a JavaScript section.

19. Document.write() inserts a string of characters into the HTML.

20. The JavaScript symbol used to indicate the concatenation of items in a string is +.

21. A JavaScript function can be written to use the current system date on a Web page, write text dynamically into a Web page or change the color of the browser’s scroll bar to name a few. 
22. The reason for enclosing JavaScript code within comment tags () is to hide the JavaScript code from old browsers
23. A JavaScript if statement is used to test a condition and then take one or more actions.
24. Even though JavaScript code can appear anywhere in a HTML file, a good, standard coding practice is to place user-defined functions in the head section.

25.  The built-in JavaScript Object Date accesses the system time and date.
The document properties for a Flash movie set the overall size, background color, frame rate and ruler units of            measurement.

26. You can find all the Flash drawing tools in the toolbox.

27. The default width of a Flash movie is 550.

28.  The default frame rate in Flash is 12 frames per second.
29. All the action on a Flash movie occurs on the stage.

30. Embedded style sheets appear in the head of the document they affect.

31.  Inline style sheets appear within an html tag.

32. External style sheets are text files that end with a .css file extension.

33. Code for an embedded style sheet must be inserted between <style> tags. 

34. A style statement has  a { between the selector and the declaration.

35. JPEG is a raster format generally used for photographs.

36. Raster images are based on pixels.

37. Images drawn by the computer based on calculations are vector images.

38. Under default settings, a motion tween segment is indicated by a purple color on the timeline.

39. Under default settings, a shape tween segment is indicated by a green color on the timeline.

40. Frames help you organize your Flash movie

41. To make something change color you use the shape tween method of animation.

42. The motion tween method of animation makes the smallest file size.

43. The process of creating a motion tween begins by adding a keyframe to the end point of the animation segment.

44. Frame by frame animation is the process of manually creating each frame and its content. 

45. When viewing a site with Flash content, the Flash player is rendering a file with a .swf extension.

46. The code to make the stop and start button work is entered in the actions panel. 

47. Double click the zoom tool to view your document at 100%.

48. When building your movie you are working with an .fla file type.

49. The grey area around the stage that separates it from the other panels is called the work area.

50. Flash’s scripting language is called ActionScript.
51. The player designed to show Flash MX movies is called FlashPlayer.
52. The precedence of the three types of style sheets is that inline override embedded and external.
53. With a style sheet, you can change things such as font family and size, margins and link specifications.
54. Vector graphics produce sites that are much smaller in size than standard pages.
55. The library is used to store and organize all of the elements of your .fla file.
56. CSS provides support for three types of style sheets.
57. Keyframes indicate a change along the timeline.

58. Use the property inspector to view and modify the size, coordinates and color of an instance.

59. Movie clips have their own timeline that are completely independent of the main timeline.

60. To define the style of a link when the mouse pointer points to it, use the a:hover selector.
61. Movie clips loop by default.

62. Slices of time on the timeline are represented by frames.

63. Streaming content loads part of the movie the user has not yet requested at the same time a content area is being viewed.
64. A style statement is made up of a selector and a declaration.
