Assigning Variables to Field Values

Using JavaScript, we can create more interactivity with the user when we use forms.  If we name our forms and our form fields we can set what people type in to those fields.  For instance consider the following  excerpt of code:

We can set a variable that will hold the value entered in the yourname field in the following way:

var customer=simple.yourname.value;


In the script above, the variable customer is holding the value of what was typed in the yourname field in the simple form.  To use this information we can concatenate the variable into a literal string in the following way:
document.write(“Thank you,  “ + customer + ”  your order will be shipped soon.”);
