     7. Place the following fields underneath the methods of payment area:
· Credit card number (text size should be 20 as should maximum length)

· Expiration date (text be sure to tell user what format you want the date in and then set your field to the appropriate size and maximum length)

     8. Include a submit and reset button at the end of the form.
     9. Your page should use the post method and send an email to your email address or a fake email address.
Checkout.html – CSS
Use CSS to stylize your form.  Your form should match the design of the rest of your page.  Be sure to change the following elements:
· Make your form have a different background color – it should be a complimentary color to the rest of your page.

· Change the font size and font family of the legend
· Make the fieldset line a different color and line weight
· Have your labels match your legend, but make them one size smaller
