Objective:  You will create an online portfolio using Dreamweaver.  This site will display your resume and examples of your work for future employers.  This can be used as an electronic resume or taken to employers during the interview process in the future.
Directions:  You should have at least 3 pages to your Website and cite all sources that are not your own images or ideas. 
1.  The main page should include a “purpose for your site” paragraph which includes an introduction to yourself along with the purpose.  
2.  Page 2 should be a Resume.  You should recreate the resume you created in careercruising in Dreamweaver.  This page should also have a link to a .pdf file containing your resume in a printable format. 
3. Page 3 will feature samples of your work and include at least 5 links to files you have created over the year.  This page should not only be links but should also include a thumbnail and description of the projects you are featuring.  Your descriptions should include a summary of the assignment, tools used to create the work and any other pertinent information that will help put the work in context for a potential employer. 
Before linking your work samples, be sure to move all related files to your portfolio folder.  We will be burning CD’s with your portfolio and will need all of the files so it will work. 

There should be adequate navigation throughout the site, meaning you should be able to get to every page from every page.
